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1. Facility Risk 
Assessment

To minimize negative e�ects when disaster strikes, define 
individual roles and responsibilities. The Hospital Incident 

Command System (HICS) is a respected emergency 
management system.
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4. Command
 and Coordination

When conditions are severe, the safety of patients and sta� 
depend on an evacuation plan. Moving a high quantity of 

people out of a facility can cause panic, so security and 
communication are vital in subduing widespread fear.
